Whether illuminated material

(in both examples, we are 

showing an acrylic material 

with marble textures)

is placed 1 inch or 2 inches

from the Lamina source,

GM Lighting offers clear acrylic 

adjustable spacers, 

in 1” and 2” lengths.

These visualizations serve to illustrate

how Lamina brings out texture: light, shadow, hue and 

color density are all controlled by Lamina - either as a 

dimmable 2700K, 3000K, 3500K or 4000K source - or 

as color-changing RGBW - Lamina provides the illumina-

tion for your inspiration.

Each sheet is 1/4” thick acrylic, offset 2” from Lamina. 

1.  Lamina RGBW tuned to Blue 

with Textured Frosted Acrylic

2.  Lamina 3500K - Textured Frosted Acrylic

3.  Lamina RGBW tuned to Red 

with Textured Frosted Acrylic

4. Lamina 3500K with Linear Fluted Glass

5.  Lamina 3500K with Dimpled Glass

6.  Lamina 3500K with Tread Frosted Acrylic

7. Lamina 3500K with Salmon Marble Resin

8.  Lamina 3500K with Frosted Aqua Glass

9.  Lamina 3500K with Maduro Glass
